Eaves informed council of the restructure approval for Academic Affairs.

Eaves explained the rational for changing the Dean’s list requirement to 9 credit hours.  A motion was made to increase the hours to 9.00 maintaining the 3.60 GPA requirement by Burningham, seconded by Zeller, approved unanimously by Council.

Ogden reviewed current guidelines for proposing concentrations. After some discussion a motion was made to require new course proposals not previously existing, to accompany proposals for new majors, new minors, or new concentrations.  A vote was called and 10 were in favor, 2 opposed. The motion passed and Ogden will follow up to have the information on the website corrected.

After a few clarifying questions a motion was made to collapse the three current majors into one degree, Music General, with concentrations in Performance, Composition and Music Education.
