For safety of riders, floats (especially those built on flat-
beds) should have a safety handrail constructed around the 
perimeter of the float base and upright supports spaced 
throughout the unit to provide stability for anyone standing.

You may choose to use the designated parking area (near 
SAC) to build and work on your float beginning at 5:00 p.m. 
the day before the parade.   Floats and any tow-vehicles 
may remain in this area until the parade line-up time on 
Saturday.   
 
While campus police will periodically patrol this area, the 
University cannot be responsible for safeguarding floats, 
materials, etc.   
 
All floats and vehicles must be removed by 6:00 p.m. on 
Saturday.  Float work areas must be cleaned up 
completely, and there should be no residual markings (paint, 
etc.) left on the road surfaces.
