Chair Porter called the meeting to order at 12:30pm.

Approval of Minutes

1. A motion was made to approve the minutes from March 24, 2008, seconded, Council approved.  The minutes can be viewed at Faculty Council web page:

Reports
2. President –  
a) President Harden reported to the Council on the week-long trip to China.  The purpose of the trip was to work with the Hunan University of Technology in the Hunan Province to explore faculty and student exchange agreements between CSU and Hunan University.   Dr. Harden stated all the meetings among various departments at the Hunan University went well as did his one-on-one with the University President which produced an agreement between CSU and Hunan University for voluntary and optional faculty exchange.  The curricula have not yet been provided by Hunan. Accounting and Information Technology are the most expressed interests of Hunan.
b) CSU is working on acquiring the Bible College adjacent to CSU. Further information will be forthcoming.

c) Clayton Place apartments are still under review to acquire. Further information will be forthcoming.

d) President Harden discussed the need for an English as a Second Language (ESL) program at CSU, especially with the China agreements under consideration. Dr. Arjomand encouraged the creation of the ESL for all CSU students.
3. Provost –   
a) Provost Hofffman reported the major work on the China program will begin among CSU faculty departments, department heads and deans.  Curriculum committees will be formed.  A program in Peru similar to this one is also under review.
b)  Changes requested from the BOR to CSU require an update to the faculty handbook.  Although a web-site handbook is available, an updated and hard copy handbook for new faculty is needed.  The BOR informed the Provost of the need for a rapid response to this request. A committee should work this summer on a preliminary handbook to be presented in the Fall 2008.
c)  The BOR meeting April 15th is in Columbus – the paralegal program is not on the agenda, but it is anticipated to be on the next BOR meeting. A pre-proposal in computer science is to be presented to the BOR.

d)  Reminder - The Smith awards are scheduled for the end of the month and graduation is scheduled for May 10th.

4. Graduate Dean – Dr. Eaves reminded Council of the monthly graduate school open house and stated the events are drawing good numbers. He requested faculty members to encourage undergraduates to attend the open houses. Applications to graduate school to date number approximately 350.
5. CAPC –  Course proposals for EDUC 3100, ECON 4800, MKTG 3850, physics 2454 and 3650, and Supply Chain Mgmt Minor proposal had previously been provided to Council via e-mail.  Motion was made to accept, seconded and approved.
6. UPC – Dr. Copeland advised that the childcare surveys had been distributed. A meeting on April 25th in Lecture Hall L-200 will be held to review results.
Old Business

7. Faculty Council Committee on the USG Faculty Council: Chair Porter re-presented the USG Faculty Council (USGFC) drafted bylaws from the tabled discussion during the previous Faculty Council meeting. The mission of the USGFC is to help improve shared governance and improve faculty benefits. Discussion followed on minor changes to the bylaws. Motion made to endorse the USGFC Bylaws, seconded and approved.
8. Faculty Council Committee on Faculty Bylaws Review: Dr. Burton made recommendations on the Faculty Bylaws as suggested by the committee. Primary recommendations include: 1. Faculty Council name change to Faculty Senate, 2. Role of the Faculty Council Chair in terms of committees attending during the year, 3. Release time for Faculty Council Chair, CAPC Chair and UPC Chair, and 4. Procedures for changing Bylaws. After discussion, recommendations tabled until next meeting.
